“Learn to do
right! Seek justice, encourage the oppressed. Defend the cause of the fatherless, plead the case of the wid-
ow.” (Isaiah 1:17) and Psalm 82:2-4, Give justice to the weak and the fatherless; maintain the right of the
afflicted and the destitute. Rescue the weak and the needy; deliver them from the hand of the wicked.”

The purpose is to support the well-being of vulnerable and defenseless orphans in Africa educate,
empower, and train future responsible citizens. We are pleased to update you, and the first phase of the
building process of the foundation has been completed at the moment the contraction workers and hired
engineers have begun to build or raise walls.
